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CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay. well, 111
call the neeting to order then. And does anybody
have anything on this agenda that they would |ike
to add to because we need to approve it. And if
you -- if there's anything el se that you would
li ke to add, then we'll be happy to -- no?
Heari ng none let's go onto approval of the
m nut es.

MR. BEYER: So noved.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: So noved. Do | have
a second?

MR BROMWN: [|'Ill second.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Those in favor say
aye.

(Chorus of ayes.)

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Those opposed say
nay.

(No response.)

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay. They're
approved as presented. And then our next neeting
w |l be January 18th in Springfield |I'm assum ng.
WIll that be at the DOT again do you know?

MR SZERLETI CH.  Yes.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Cki e- doke.
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MS. d VAND RHODES: 2019 obvi ously.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes, that's com ng
way too fast. Ckay. Any other questions about
that? Well, then let's go onto new busi ness.

MR. KIRSCHNER  Sorry, Bill, | see on here
-- oh, okay. I'msorry. You wote the approval
list for January 18th of 2018, the board m nutes.
| just wanted to nmake sure -- we're good.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ch, okay. The
mnutes. I'msorry. | don't have ny gl asses on.
Ckay. Now to new business. Wo is discussing
the ASTM Standards? |Is that you, Bill?

MR SZERLETI CH: Yes.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN GOkay. Wat are we
di scussi ng on the ASTM St andar ds?

MR, SZERLETICH. Well, the departnent needs
to update its reference standards. They're out
of date and sone of them have been sunsetted and
no | onger exist. ASTM has been busy this past
year as a |l ot of you know.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN: We have been busy
every year

MR, SZERLETICH. Yes. Wll, they forned a
task group to address sone existing standards and
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expanded on those standards as they attenpt to
addr ess orphaned rides, rides that have 35, 000
hours or | onger on them They have devel oped
sonme new standards. Like your ropes courses and
stuff.

And one of the jobs that we're going
to have as a division is going to be to | ook at
t hose reference standards and from our
adm ni strative rules and conpare themto what
ASTM has done so we can update our rules and
st andar ds.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay.

MR, SZERLETICH: So we need to -- it's going
to take sonme tine. |It's going to be very
detail ed and conplex to | ook at those standards
and realize the changes from our standards that
we reference now and that we're currently
operating on. It mght not be a bad idea if we
could forma subcommttee to serve as a gui de as
we devel op these recommendati ons.

| ' ve asked our Chief Ri de |Inspector,
Tom Coe, to help ne in, you know, | ooking at
t hese, realizing the changes and cone up with
a -- you know, the focus is going to be on
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research and devel opnent of a |list of
reconmendati ons for the board's review and i nput.
And the final result eventually adoption.

So the last tine we have updated our
standards was around 2014. So we really need to
kind of ook -- it's a perfect tine because ASTM
I's, you know, kind of going through and, you
know, changing a |lot of the big standards that we
use everyday. And, you know, so it really kind
of works out perfectly for us to, you know, bring
ours up a little bit too.

So that's what we are going to be
doi ng through the offseason is taking a | ook at
t hose standards, seeing how they relate to our
standards that we currently use and cone up with
a list of recommendations for you guys to
consi der.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay.

MR, SZERLETI CH: I n January.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Il would be wlling to
help in any way | can.

MR SZERLETI CH: Ckay.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: I ' m sonewhat
famliar, painfully famliar, with that. | would
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say one thing, be careful when you recommend t hat
we update standards that if you're tal ki ng about
any of the design standards, that you don't try
to make them apply to preexisting rides.

MR SZERLETI CH: R ght .

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And pre --
preexi sting designs of rides.

MR, SZERLETICH  That's the delicate bal ance
t hat we have to achieve. So | think it's
I mportant to have soneone fromthe industry.
Yours -- you know, for sure your outlook on it.
You know, what you see as a nanufacture that is
hel pful for us and together for us to kind of
cone up with sonething that we can -- you know.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Cki e-doke. It's fine
to apply themto newrides comng in. But, for
i nstance, if you went to apply the nbst recent
NEC St andards, then you probably won't find that
many rides that actually conply. They conplied
W th what ever standards were in place at the
tine. Just like this building probably does not
comply with current AST -- or current buil ding
code st andards.

MR, SZERLETI CH: R ght.
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CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Because you don't go
back and change it every tine they change them

MS. d VAND RHODES: Sone things they have to
go back and change, right, just depends on the
change?

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Not very often. Not
very often. They -- |ike they don't change
wiring in a building unless it's bad; but
basically if it met code when it was built, then.

MS. d VAND RHODES: | think ny exanple for
bui | ding -- the building anal ogy woul d be
sprinklers. So that being an exanmpl e of
sonet hi ng where when they went retroactive, they
gave a tineline for the existing buildings to
nmeet the need. They didn't say it had to be
I medi ately, but they did go back.

So | would say that sane |ine of

t hought should exist with these revi ews dependi ng
on what it is. You nay say, okay, nowthis is
sonething that's so i nportant even the existing
ri des mght need to do it, but let's give them
this amount of tinme. | would take it on a
case- by-case basis.

MR, SZERLETICH: Yes. Well, | think the
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subcomm ttee would be inportant in that, you
know, we're going to focus as an i nspector.
You're going to focus as a nmanufacture. You're
going to focus as, you know, soneone in the

I ndustry.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Sonmebody who i s out
t here using those rides.

MR. SZERLETICH. Having all that is going to
be hel pful in, you know, |ooking at these and
coming up with sone recomendati ons.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN  And you're aware that
Margaret got way into this the last tine this was
done. So she m ght be a good person.

MR. SZERLETI CH. She's on ny radar.

MR, SPARKS: She just doesn't know yet.

MR, SZERLETI CH: She knows because that was
actually one of the, you know, | usually assign
the inspectors sone projects to do in the
of fseason. And she's had that for |ike two,
three years straight in anticipation of this so.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: So it can be a
per manent - -

MR. SZERLETICH: And she's been here for 28
years.
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CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes, so she has seen
a | ot of changes.

MR SZERLETI CH: R ght.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, and they'll
j ust keep changi ng because we keep i nproving
them One of the biggest issues right now, of
course, is corrosion as a -- as a result of the
Chi o acci dent .

MR, SZERLETI CH:  Absol utely.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And everybody's been
-- a lot of the nmanufactures just sent out
bl anket bull etins saying check every wel di ng,
check every, you know, everything for corrosion.
And we didn't do that because, you know, if
t hey' ve been out there for 50 or 100 years and

haven't had a problem then they m ght not pop up

wth a problemimedi ately. But that's -- those
are in the process of changing as well. And a
lot of it wll be inspection and just not closing

up tubing so that it can't drain.

MR SZERLETI CH: R ght.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN  So anyt hi ng el se you
woul d l'i ke to share?

MR, SZERLETICH:  Which is where this cones
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in, but we'll get into that |ater.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay.

MR, SZERLETICH. | brought that so you can
see it.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay. Cool .

MR. SZERLETI CH. So anything el se on ASTM
Standards? That's our goal right nowis this
fall and winter is take a | ook, delve into it
and, you know, really clean up our ASTM
references. There's sone of themthat we still
reference that are sunsetted. They're no | onger
there. So that's the plan and we'l | have a
better grasp when the January neeting cones
around on where we stand wth that.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Ckay. Questions?

M5. d VAND RHODES: | have one questi on,
Bill, and that is great that you' re doing these.
And nmy question and | don't know what the driver
was to start |ooking at them but it's excellent
| think that you are. So kudos to the teamt hat
canme up with doing it.

|s there sone automatic -- sonething
automatic that is in a schedul e sonewhere that
woul d prompt folks in the future to at | east
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consider reviewng themnext tinme or is this
sonething that just -- sonmething wll drive and
then we decide to take a look at it?

MR, SZERLETICH  Well, actually, this was in
the works before Chio. So it's sonmething that we
knew -- we planned on doing this anyway and t hen
Ohi o happened and really kind of fast tracked it.

M5. G VAND RHODES: That's great. If it
isn't somewhere on a schedule, and |I'mnot sure
what type of schedule we use, but if it isn't |
woul d suggest just considering -- and | don't
know if that is, it mght be every five, ten
years, | don't know. But probably --

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Probably every five
because we're -- we're adding to and del eti ng
standards at every neet -- yeah, all the tine.
They're changing so fast it's hard to keep up
W th themunl ess you' re doing the balloting.

MS. d VAND RHODES: That way we don't have
to risk sonmebody renenbering it. It wll just
pop up. And they pop up and you'll | ook and
there is nothing to change. But if it pops up
and there is, then at | east you can you get it on
t he schedul e the way you are now.
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MR SZERLETI CH: Yes.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, and any tine
one of the inspection standards changes, you
know, you'll --

MS. G VAND RHODES: Tri gger.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes, that would be --

| mean, | don't think we'll get the statutes
changed or the -- I'"musing the wong word,
aren't |? The -- your rules and regul ations.

Every tine the inspection changes, we wouldn't be
able to change themthat often, but if anything
that woul d help keep the State of Illinois rides
safer. It would be a good thing to update.

MR. SZERLETICH. Yeah, | think it's a good
idea to probably revisit it at |east every 2 or 3
years. So Ryan visited it in 2014. That was the
| ast tinme we had sone updates, so it's due.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yeah. And what about
SB32407?

MR, SZERLETI CH: So Senate Bill 3240, just
wanted to update everybody on that. It was
signed by the Governor in August and it anmends
Section 220 of the Amusenent Ride Attraction
Safety Act.

Victoria Legal + Corporate Services
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All it does is it increases the civil
penal ty anount for any person, firm corporation
or other entity that owns or operates a carnival,
amusenent enterprise or fair that fails to
conduct a crimnal histories record check or sex
of fender registry check for carnival or anusenent
enterprise workers in its enpl oy.

The civil penalty increases from
$1,000 for the first offense to $5,000. And from
$5, 000 for a second offense to $10,000. And any
subsequent offense shall result in the revocation
of their permt to operate.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: | have a questi on,
Bill. | guess | didn't recall that it included
or fair. Does this nmean the fair boards all have

to do this for their enployees?

MR, SZERLETICH. Wwell, it's the carnival
anusenent enterprise or fair. No, that doesn't
count the county fairs. That -- that is just the

owner of the show. So they're, you know --
CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Not how i s reads.
MR, SZERLETICH Well, in the definition of
what a fair is in our rules it does read.
CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay.
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MR. SZERLETICH. Basically a show owner.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay.

MR. SZERLETICH: And | don't have it in
front of ne.

CHAI RPERSON SULLIVAN: | don't either, but
you m ght check.

MR, SZERLETICH  But that does -- that
doesn't nean the county fair.

CHAl RPERSON SULLIVAN: And | find it
interesting that it doesn't include that because
there are | ocal offenders that woul d al ways cone
out to a fair and we don't check themcomng in
t he gate.

MR, SZERLETI CH: No.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: If they're working
there, it mght be sonmething that's considered at
sonme point this tine. Gkay. Yeah, | think the
carnival -- now, does this include parks?

MR SZERLETI CH: Yes.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay. Yeah, | think
all of the carnival and park industry that we
talked to said, well, there's really no excuse
for not checking because we know we're supposed
t o check.
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And so just for the rest of you, they
were not unhappy wth this because they're
checking their -- they want everybody to be
properly checked because their kids are out there
the mdway too. They don't want -- or grand kids
or whatever. So and they're doing it now  Sone
of themare doing it for all 50 states just so
they don't m ss sonebody.

MR SZERLETI CH.  Yes.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay. Oversized
inflatables. | saw we had | ovely pictures and --

MR. SZERLETICH:. Yes, it seens |ike every
time | cone to the board neeting in Chicago we
tal k about oversized inflatables. So here we are
again. This tine it's not -- it's not the 5K
variety. This is even bigger. And as you said
there's sone pictures in here to kind of give you
an idea. And | included a spec sheet.

So we' ve seen them evol vi ng sonewhat,

I ncreasing in size and shape, height. Now we
have huge courses that are interactive inflatable
villages that are coming into the state.

This particular one of the pictures
that you' re looking at is 140 foot |ong, 116 foot
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wi de and 40 foot tall. It weighs slightly under
5 tons. It requires 12 operators and has 25
bl ower s.

So, you know, the reason |'m bringing
it up is the cost for these inflatable to have
theminspected is $55 and that's to i nspect and
permt them At this point we have not seen but
1 or 2 conpanies cone into the state, actually
just 1, with these type of inflatables, but I
think it's just sonething to nonitor.

And, you know, if we see these type of
i nflatables starting to cone in nore often, |
think it would be nmy recommendati on to consi der
appropriately changing the fees to a structured

f ee schedul e based on size, weight, category,

what ever.
CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, | woul d suggest
these are in the sane -- these would be in the

sane area as spectacul ars because this is a spec
-- It's a spectacul ar bounce and, | nean, that's
alot to check. | nean, that's -- now you're
bordering on roller coaster tine that it would
take to check this so.

MR. SZERLETICH. Yes, and even roller

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coasters we have those -- that fee structure for
the roller coasters based on their size.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes.

MR, SZERLETICH So |'ve, you know, at this
point with just one comng in, nmaybe not. But if
we start to see themcone in nore, | would
reconmend that we | ook into changing the fee
structure.

CHAl RPERSON SULLIVAN:  Well, | would -- we
m ght want to consider changing the fee structure
sooner rather than | ater because then when they

first cone in, they know what it's going to be.

Because if they figure Illinois is a cheap pl ace
to go operate, then we'll see a lot real fast and
we' |l be behind the eight ball instead of in

front of it.

Does anybody el se have any comments on
that? But it's going to take you guys quite a
while to check that.

MR SZERLETI CH: Yes.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: It's not just a
little Hanpton kiddie ride. So what | kind of
forget what the -- what the fee schedul e goes to
now. What -- there's kiddie, famly and

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spectacul ar and then there are two for the roller
coasters?

MR, SZERLETICH:  There's three for the
roll er coasters.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay.

MR, SZERLETICH:  There's two for rides.
There's kiddie rides and there's nmjor rides.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay.

MR SZERLETICH: And we don't have a
spectacul ar category. And then the ski lifts
have their structure too. They have | think
three different |evels so.

MS5. G VAND RHODES: So is the structure
based on obviously type of attraction, but also
t he anmobunt of tinme and the risk associ ated?

MR SZERLETI CH:  Yes.

M5. G VAND RHODES: | agree with Patti's
comments then to just take a look at if it should
be higher, then it should be higher sooner versus
| ater.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Whul d you guys want
to cone up with a recommendati on by the January
meeti ng?

MR, SZERLETI CH: Sur e.
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CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And we'll plan to
vote on it then because we'l|l have nore people
here then to be able to comment. But, you know,
once sonething starts like this, it just keeps
rolling and the state is not getting richer in
t he neanti ne.

M5. G VAND RHODES: |Is 25-m | e-an-hour w nds
low or is that nmy imagi nation? |[|s that
consistent with other inflatabl es?

MR, SZERLETICH:  They're actually down to 15
mles an hour now

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Most of them yeah.
Because there is so nuch wi nd resistance on them
t hat --

MR, SZERLETICH: Especially when they're 40
foot tall and 160 foot | ong.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN  Yeah. Well, and I'm
assumng this has lots and lots and | ots of
anchoring, but still that's a |lot of wnd | oad.

MR. SPARKS: 69 of them It says 69 total.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: But still that's a
| ot of wind | oad.

MR. SZERLETICH. Yeah. Wll, | was going to
print out a couple pictures of those anchors too.
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They're not using sandbags. They're using crated
pl astic containers that are about five foot tall
and about as wi de.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN.  Well, that's good.
So do they put water in these containers?

MR SZERLETI CH: Yes.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Then they can j ust
enpty it out at the end of the --

MR SZERLETI CH.  Yes.

MR BEYER In ternms of the specs they have
here for operations conpare proportionally to
ot her bounce houses? So you have 16, 000 square
feet and then you can hold up to 200 riders, so
80 square feet per rider. They have maxi mum
m ni mnum wei ghts and sizes. Are those all
proportional given the size of this, of the
bounce houses?

MR, SZERLETI CH:  Mbst bounce houses, | nean,
t hey have conbos that get pretty big, but nost of
themrequire one or two operators. This thing
breaks down into five pieces, but the thing is is
you can't use these separate to where a | ot of
t he conbos you can.

You know, | don't think there's really
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nmuch conpari son to ot her bounce houses in regards
to this. Because, | nean, they even have in one
of these pictures sone kind of stand in the

m ddl e of this. | have no idea what that is for,
lights or sonething. That you don't see on any
other type of inflatable.

MR. BEYER In terns of if you play out what
t he specs that they have here are and you put 200
people in this thing and you allow all shapes and
sizes between 3 feet to 6, 4; does it create a
concern that that nmany people -- really big
people and really little people in there?

MR SZERLETICH | think that, well, and I
haven't been out to see it. One of our
i nspectors has. And | would think or hope that
t hey woul d have sections for snmaller kids al ong
with those however many operators did | say. And
for each of those sections there's operators
mai nt ai ning that bigger kids aren't getting in
wth the littler kids and causing injuries.

MR. BEYER  Yeah, because if we have 80
square feet per person, it's a bounce house.
They're not standing there. They're bouncing
around everywhere. So you could have a | ot of
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burmper pool in there.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yeah, we don't want
bi g ki ds bunpering against little kids.

MR, SZERLETICH. And there is a |lot of open
area so, | nean, you know, hopefully all those
operators are on their ganme --

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Little kids tend to
run.

MR, SZERLETICH -- and policing it well.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And because on nor nal
bounce houses only a certain size goes in at one
time and then they cone out and then maybe a
bi gger size can go in.

MR, SZERLETICH Correct. And it's a
m ni mal nunber of kids that are all owed on the
inflatable. 1've never really seen one that
all ows that many kids on them

MR. BEYER Can | ask a question about the
fire resistance under NFPA 701 which is the
uphol stered standard. Wat woul d happen if you
have people on here and there is a lighting
strike on this thing?

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Wl |, they have to be
made of fire retardant nmaterial, but --
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MR. BEYER That runs a ganut as to what
t hat neans.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes. Well, there is
a specific requirenent for it.

MR, SZERLETICH: A flane-spread rating.

CHAI RPERSON SULLIVAN:  Yes, it has to neet a
certain flane-spread rating, but this isn't -- of
course, this isn't -- are there -- are there
met al pi eces that go up?

MR. SPARKS: Looks like there's trusses in
the mddl e there.

MR, SZERLETICH: Right in the mddle and |
don't know if that's for a DJ or -- and if it has
| i ghts or an observation tower. Who knows.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Do | have that one?

MS. KOTELMAN: | think it is a DJ stand. |
| ooked at an article about it. | think that's a
DJ st and.

MR, SZERLETICH: |Is that a DJ stand, okay.

M5. d VAND RHODES: It is?

MR, SZERLETICH  So, yeah, there is a netal
lightning rod in the mddle of it. Hopefully
it's grounded.

MR. BEYER Well, that's why | asked that
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question. Do you know anyt hi ng about the
grounding of this? That's a |ot of different
devi ces being plugged into this thing.

MR, SZERLETICH | don't know if it talks

about grounding in here.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: | woul d hope t hey
woul d ground that because -- and what do they
have -- Do they have fire extinguishers inside

t he bounce house?

MR, SZERLETICH | don't think so. | think
t hey woul d be on the outside.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN I woul d t hink being
on the inside would be a good thing as well.

MR, SZERLETICH. |If they're protected.

MS. d VAND RHODES: |If they're protected.

MR, SPARKS: |If they're secured properly.

M5. G VAND RHODES: Right, we don't want it
bei ng a hazard.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN But they coul d have
it -- they could have it surrounded wth
sonet hi ng where they just pull it out, but I
woul d think -- yeah, that is netal and, of
course, now, will those -- because this is all,
you know, just air and |li ke canvass type stuff
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because would lightning try to strike that? |
mean, | don't think --

MR. SPARKS: The size of the netal part is
pretty much insulated in vinyl.

MR, SZERLETICH:  Yeah, and there is a
barrier around there to keep kids from hangi ng on
it. And hopefully that would be part of the
training for the operators to make sure that they
don't get past that barrier.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN  What about the DJ
I nsi de?

MR, SZERLETICH He's on his own.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN He gets to wear
sneakers with rubber bottons.

MR, SZERLETICH Well, and |I'm sure the
manuf acture's instructions are during any kind of
stormthat they need to be --

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Shut down.

MR. SZERLETICH: -- shut down conpl etely,
but that doesn't nean they wll.

CHAI RPERSON SULLIVAN:  Yes. Well, this is
-- isthis -- this is not able to be rented out
to a --

MR, SZERLETI CH: No.
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CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:. -- private --
MR, SZERLETICH: No, not at all. This unit
is -- it's a conpany that just brings it to

events and they have their own events.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay. Is that -- oh,
that's an engi neeri ng conpany that had desi gned
it | guess.

MR, SZERLETICH: d ark Reder.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Uh- huh.

MR, SZERLETICH: Yeah, | have this
engineering firms information right here. |
don't see anything where it says that it nust be
grounded, but | could have mssed it.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, aren't -- isn't
-- aren't blowers supposed to be grounded?

MR SZERLETI CH: Uh- huh.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, then you woul d
think the netal inside if it's got power going to
it that it should be grounded as well.

Everything el se on a carnival has to be grounded.

MR. SZERLETICH: A lot of the blowers are
required to be on a ground fault circuit too.

MR, SPARKS: Maj or assunption, but that
tower in the mddle is probably staked to the
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ground which in turn would ground it.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Ckay. Well, but |
woul dn't want us to just assune.

MR, SPARKS: Ri ght, no.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN  And t hen get burned
so to speak

MR. BROMWN. They usually have sone sort of
plate with stakes that goes --

MR. SPARKS: Yeah, but that couldn't go on
the inflatable part.

M5. G VAND RHODES: That woul dn't be
secur ed.

MR, SPARKS: No.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And that 25 mles an

3 VAND RHODES: And this says it can
still operate at up to 25-m | e-an-hour w nds.
CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN  Yeah, and | would --
do we have -- What do we have for our state? Do
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you know of f hand?

MR, SZERLETI CH: For what ?

MS. d VAND RHODES: W nd speed.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN: W nd speed.

MR SZERLETI CH: 25.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  For bounces.

MR, SZERLETICH:  Unl ess the manufacture
specifies a lower mle per hour.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay. GCkay. Wwell, |
know they're in the process and have done sone
new t hi ngs on air-supported structures so | don't
-- | haven't reread those lately. Okay. Does
anybody have any ot her questions on this or
comment s?

I would like to see fire extinguishers
inside this rather than just outside. Because
how many entrances are there.

MR, SZERLETICH  There were several. And
It's sonething | can ask Pete when he inspected
it if he noticed where they were | ocat ed.

M5. G VAND RHODES: The 12 attendants are on
It or observing?

MR SZERLETI CH: Onit.

MS. G VAND RHODES: They're on it.
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CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  But there's not nuch
they can do in a big hurry if a fire starts if
there are no fire extinguishers inside because
t hey have got to run to the entrance and get
sonet hi ng and then run back. And it's not easy
to run on a bouncy surface.

MR, SZERLETICH:. Well, without |ooking at it
and seeing it nyself | don't know for sure, but
there's several -- it looks like there are
several areas where you can enter and exit. And
with that nmany people on there, you woul d want
t hat anyway.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  The fl anme out

certificate nust be attached. Hol d down, bl ah,

bl ah, bl ah.
MR KIRSCHNER Bill, is the one that Pete
I nspected, is it still in the state?

MR, SZERLETI CH: No.

MR KIRSCHNER: | was going to say if there
I's an opportunity to have hi mgo back out there
next time you have a chance and | ook into sone of
this.

MR, SZERLETICH. Yeah, | don't think they're
com ng back. Fromwhat if | renenber correctly
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in show dates, it showed but just one event in
Joliet. So but | expect themto be back next
year.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Wl |, once sonething
starts like this by the next year you see lots
nor e.

MR. SZERLETI CH: You know, |'m surprised
that we didn't wth the insane 5K infl atabl es.
Do you renenber those?

M5. G VAND RHODES: | renenber.

CHAI RVAN SULLI VAN: Uh- huh.

MR. SZERLETI CH. They haven't been back.

So --

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Not as --

MR, SZERLETICH. That we know of anyway.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: I would still like to
see -- and if we need to get the -- get the
changes nade in the statute for this, | would
still like to see the rental inflatables have to
be permtted too. And, | nean, if it takes an

extra inspector to go in and have the conpany
just set themall up and have them i nspected
because nore acci dents happen on those than
anything else and it counts agai nst the anusenent
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I ndustry. And --

MR. SZERLETI CH: You're tal king about
private events?

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Uh- huh. Because, you
know, nobody is watching. They don't have an
operator there typically. And | think they

should be required to have an operator there for

public safety. | nean, it may be a private
event, but it's still -- there's still the
publ i c.

MR. SZERLETI CH: Yeah.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And | think we shoul d
be protecting them Just because they're a
private event doesn't nean things are safe.

MR SZERLETI CH: R ght .

CHAI RPERSON SULLIVAN:  Plus that's a | ot
nore revenue for, you know, that you bring in.
And you should theoretically if they have to set
themall up, | nmean, they could do it over the
w nter even and set themall up indoors or
wherever their store is and have you cone in and
I nspect them \Wat's your opinion on that?

MR. KIRSCHNER: Are you thinking for any
type of event? | nmean, the first thing that |
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think of is the sheer nunber of private events
that these are rented to. | don't know w t hout
sone nassive increase in staff how we woul d ever
be able to send soneone out.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN  |I'm not tal ki ng about
permtting themat the event. |[|'msaying at the
rental center nmake it their responsibility to set
themall up so you can send one or nore people in
to there and have themall inspected and have
t hem under our rules. So they have to send an
operator with each inflatable so that they're
properly operat ed.

Because |'ve seen, oh, ny gosh, sone
pl aces -- oh, we rented one for the, you know,
for a party or sonething and you' ve got adults in
there and little kids in there and no wonder
that's the highest rate of accidents.

But | think we're here to protect the
public and the public is ignorant unless we take
a stronger hand in this. Because the rental
conpani es just get away with nurder basically on
that. They just send them out, blow them up and
are gone.

MR. SZERLETICH. Now, we do regulate renta
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conpanies that -- and a |lot of them do exactly
what you just suggested, they in the wnter set
t hem up, we cone out and permt them

M5. G VAND RHODES: They do? W do that
now?

MR. SZERLETI CH: Yeah, they do that now.
But here's the thing, they may not permt every
one of them because sone of those nmay get sent
out for private events or for school events or
church events that are considered --

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Private.

MR, SZERLETICH:. ~-- private and not public.
Sone of themw ||l go ahead and permt them all
because they don't know whi ch ones they're going
to send out or they're going to need and they're
bi g enough that they can do it.

So, you know, in a sense we do | ook at
those rental conpanies now. But they have the
option to set aside sone that they are not going
to permt that they are going to use for private
use. | understand what you're saying though. W
shoul d include that is what you're saying, right?

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: | think so because
the public still gets hurt on themeven if it's
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at a private event. | nean, that can spoil a
birthday party pretty quickly if some little Kkids
gets their heads bounced open.

MR, BROMN: Bill, what's that cost for that?
Is that the $55 you referenced for -- for the
cost per year to --

MR, SZERLETICH:  Yeah, for each inflatable.
And it doesn't matter right now how big it is.
So like this manmoth here is $55. [It's very
cheap.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And we can't i nspect
it for $55.

MR, SZERLETI CH: Not really.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN No way.

MR, SZERLETICH: Yeah, it's a lot. But the
way it's wote in the lawright nowit's al
inflatabl e attractions are $55.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN  So you guys m ght
even want to look at -- | don't know how big
I nfl atabl es you usually i nspect what they, you
know, the magnitude; but you m ght even | ook at
it, you know, 2 tiers or -- this definitely has
to be on a, you know, on a bigger because you
have to inspect 25 blowers and all that stuff.
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MR, SZERLETI CH: R ght. Look at 17
operators' records.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Uh- huh.

MR, SZERLETICH:  That takes sone tine.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN Wl |, yeah. | f
they're properly trained, there should be
records.

MR. BEYER Does it also involve wal ki ng
around | ooki ng for cracking and --

MR, SZERLETICH. Absolutely. Holes, zippers
br oke, sharp protrusions, holes in netting. W
had a young man | ose a tooth froma hole in a
net. And, actually, | take that back. It wasn't
a hole in the net. |If you notice the new
i nfl at abl es, the hol es have decreased big tine
fromthe old ones because it catches teeth real
easy. And sone young boy junped up and sonehow
got his tooth caught in the net and popped it
ri ght out.

CHAI RPERSON SULLIVAN: | hope it was a rea
little kid who was going to | ose that tooth.

MR, SZERLETI CH: Hopefully.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  But still watching a
little kid with a bloody nouth is --
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MR, SZERLETICH:. |'m sure the optics were
not good.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yeah, poor little
guy.

MR, KIRSCHNER: Well, perhaps as part of the
-- ahead of the January neeting wth any
consi deration on our end of a tiered structure
for the size of this, we can al so give
consideration to any potential statutory
expansion in terns of regul atory expansion in
ternms of permtting and then provide a

recommendati on or at | east an i dea on where we

are with --
CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: | think it's a good
-- |1 nean, that's still the public even if it's a

private event. And | think the rental conpany
shoul d be required to send out an operator
because, you know, a lot of -- yeah, | nean, you
can tell the one nomwho rents, but she's
probably not even going to be the one out there.
She's going to be in the kitchen doing the
cupcakes and going back and forth with, you know,
a lot of other things rather than standing by the
I nf | at abl e.
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MR. SZERLETI CH: Yeah.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  The dad or whoever.

MR, SZERLETICH: The rental operators wll
tell you that they trained the person or people
that is going to supervise the ride and they have
their owmn formthat they will have themfill out.
We have a volunteer roster for themthat they can
fill out too.

Wien the | aw got changed to excl ude
i ke, you know, school functions and stuff, we
had to draft this volunteer roster. And, you
know, so they'll go in and provide the training
and then jot their nane down and the event nane
and docunent all the operators or all the
attendants that are going to be attending the
I nfl at abl es.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And hopefully they're
payi ng attention.

MR. SZERLETI CH. School functions they
usually do. It's usually manned by the teachers
or their admnistrative staff. | do -- a couple
of ny operators I, ones in Chadham at the m ddl e
school. And | go there every year to get their
I nfl at abl es done. And they've got it figured
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out .

| amthere for several hours and watch
the classes cone in and go and I watch how t he
teachers all, you know. And they ask ne
questi ons too when |' m goi ng around | ooki ng at
them they'll, you know, ask ne pointers and
stuff. So they're very attentive to it.

CHAl RPERSON SULLIVAN:  Well, | think that's
a wonderful service. | really do.

MR. BEYER This rem nds ne, the parents at
t he bl ock parties and school yards are nore
attentive than the kids hired to watch it and
punmp it up.

M5. G VAND RHODES: | would agree with that.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN: Wl |, and then
soneti nes, you know, |ike at private events,
nobody is really watching.

MS. G VAND RHODES: Like birthday parties
you nean?

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Uh- uh.

MS. d VAND RHODES: | guess ny chall enge is,
well, first of all, inspecting and permtting all
of themincluding the ones for private events |
agree with that. | think that's a no brainer.
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The -- having to send out an attendant
| struggle wth because would you think is would
be safer. So if it would, | understand why we
woul d support it. But would it nmake it so cost
prohibitive that it would be tough for people to
rent themout to be able to rent them | don't
know.

But | would hope that we woul d have a
bal anced recommendati on one that wouldn't be so
cost prohibitive that we only allows a certain
class of people to rent them but we also don't
want themto be dangerous. So |I'm not sure about
that -- sending the operator out.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, I |ike what
you' ve done with the volunteer attendants and I
think that's a big i nprovenent over what we used
to have.

MR, SZERLETICH: It puts the responsibility
on the party that's renting themout to insure
that they're providing training to someone.

CHAl RPERSON SULLIVAN.  Well, and it shoul d
because they shoul d be responsi ble for that.

MR BROMN. | would agree with Linda's
perspective a little bit that, you know, as
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sonebody that's rented one of those fromthe

| ocal rental place and done sonme stuff. You
know, to add to the cost of an attendant that's
trained to be there, that would significantly
bunp things up. And | think we would get a | ot
of pushback from anybody who is renting those
out .

And | think for the nost part, you
know, at | east the ones |'ve been around, people
are usually attentive because they realize
they're potentially dangerous. And, you know,
just with the different kids bouncing agai nst
each other, you have to regulate that pretty
well. And |I'msure there's varying degree of
parental supervision as we see in other aspects
of life, but I don't know. That's ny two cents.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Wl |, and as the

liability becones a bigger and bi gger issue, they

m ght be being nore careful. But | had seen sone

that were just |like, oh, ny God, you're letting
hi gh school kids bounce with little
t wo- year - ol ds.

MR. BEYER: And there's a problem putting
big kids on top of little Kkids.
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MR BROMWN. Bill, can you clarify how are
t hose type of accidents or injuries tracked so at
Johnny's birthday party sonebody breaks an arm or
gets a bunp in the backyard, does that get tied
back to the industry with their nunbers or?

MR, SZERLETICH | think it does to the
I ndustry, but we don't hear about it.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN: The CPSC does t hough.

MR, SZERLETICH. Yes. The industry as a
whole | believe it does; but if it's a private
event, we don't hear about it. W may get, you
know, a conplaint, but | don't really think I
remenber ever getting one for a private event.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN. Gkay. Does anyone
have anyt hi ng el se on oversized i nfl atabl es that
you wanted to bring up? GCkay. Then let's go
onto departnent update and policies.

MR, SZERLETICH. Ckay. So all | wanted to
do here is just tal k about sone of the things
that we've gotten for our inspectors. | wll
pass this around. Everybody can | ook at this.
This a borescope that the departnent purchased
for all the inspectors. And it's been a very
useful tool already. W have found sone cracks
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that we normal |y probably woul dn't have seen
ot herw se.

Wiat it is is it enhances the
i nspector's ability to see areas of rides that we
normally can't access with the eye. It has the
ability to see in the very snall spaces that are
hi dden and provides LED lighting. It -- you
can't take pictures with it, but you can connect
it to your phone if you need a bi gger screen.

The only thing | probably don't |ike
about it is the screen is pretty small, but it's
still, you know, you can see it. |It's easy to
see what you're | ooking at.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN It's big enough to
see cracks anyway.

MR. SZERLETICH. Yeah, yeah.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  That's wonderful .

MR. SZERLETICH. The LED lighting on it the
end is really good. It's got different |evels of
brightness. So it would be really nice if you
could snap a picture too, but I'"'msure they're
out there, but --

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes, they do have
those. They are a couple thousand nore per unit.
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MR SZERLETICH |'m sure, but that was a
really good price and the departnent got themfor
every one of the inspectors. W all have them
and it's definitely been used.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Good | ob. Good | ob.

MR, SZERLETICH. So we are very appreciative
of that.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And that's not
terribly heavy.

MR, SZERLETICH  Utilizing the | atest
t echnol ogy now.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Good.

MR. SZERLETICH:. W al so purchased new
climbing harnesses this year, safety gl asses and
safety gl oves and sone cold weat her gear for the
I nspectors this season.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay.

MR, SZERLETICH: 1'll just go ahead and run
t hrough the policies. | always nention this at
bot h neetings. W require 30-day notice of
I nspection to avoid expedite inspection fees and
owners of Chance Zi pper Ri des nust submt a
conpliance statenent to the departnent prior to
perm tting.
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Qur website ridesafety.illinois.gov.
NDT lists -- there is nobody here fromthe
public. But, you know, if we ever -- if there is

ever a question about a ride needi ng an NDT,
there is several outlets.

Ri desafety.lllinois.gov; caresofficials.org; they
have the NDT list. W have the NDT list and the
I nspectors know. |If they don't, they can | ook
and see.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ri ght .

MR, SZERLETICH. It's in their conputer.

And they can | ook and see if, you know, certain
rides require an NDT or not. And that's all |
have.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay. May | ask a
question? This is not on the agenda and |
apol ogi ze; but before we go onto the neeting
| ocation and tinme, what are we doing wth
I nspector training? Because this keeps com ng
up. Qur inspectors sent to Bill --

MR, SZERLETICH. W have two trainings every
yeah. W go to NAARSO in the winter nonths. And
we al so have a training right before the board
neeting, the day of the board neeting, an
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I nternal training.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Good.

MR, SZERLETICH. It's usually an afternoon.
So about a three-, four-hour training. NAARSO as
you know i s a week-1ong training.

We don't really have any training
schedul ed t hrough the spring and sunmer because
of our workl oad.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: | was going to say.

MR, SZERLETICH: But we do talk every week.
W have -- every Tuesday we have a staff neeting
and we cover any topics that we need to and stay
in the | oop anongst ourselves wth issues and
such that we may run into and just kind of share
t he know edge.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Cki e- doke.

MR, SZERLETICH:  Hopefully there is going to
be a NAARSO this year. They've got a hurricane
barreling down on themright now.

M5. G VAND RHODES: Are they in the
Car ol i nas?

MR. SPARKS: Surroundi ng area. They have
sone internal things going on themright now.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Very big.
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MR. SPARKS:. Yes, big.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, one thing I was
goi ng to ask because I"'mon the AIMS Board and |
said, you know, | don't see many of the Chicago
shows sendi ng people. | know Wes has gone, but |
don't know that some shows ever send anybody to
any training. And Chicago's big enough that you
could do like an AIM5 on the road if the

Departnent of Labor might be willing to just host
it. Provide a roomwhere it -- where the
training can be done and the -- a projector and
what ever .

And we could bring -- AIMS could bring
training. It would be at a cost, but you know,
there are a | ot of people up here who | don't
t hi nk have ever taken any training, safety
training. And it's -- there are a | ot of people
inlllinois that -- well, people and naybe taking
It to them because when t he NAARSO and Al M5
semnars are lots of tinmes is during -- well,
sonetines they're during the Illinois Fair Board
Meeting when a |l ot of those people need to be in
Springfield. And there nay be a way to do
sonet hi ng where they're nore available to them
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iIf you would be interested. | would be
Interested i n going back to seeing what we coul d
do if, you know, if you wouldn't m nd kind of

sponsoring the place to have it and maybe

we'll --

MR. KIRSCHNER: What is the scope that you
woul d - -

CHAl RPERSON SULLIVAN:  Well, | think -- 1
t hink we would do -- we would start with basics

of operations, nmaintenance and inspection. And
probably sone water rides or water parks because
we have water parks in Illinois. And it m ght be
a good way to get nore education going to the
operators in Illinois.

MS. G VAND RHODES: But you're not asking
t he departnent to conduct the training?

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN: No, no, no.

MS. G VAND RHODES: Just to host it.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: | am asking themto
host and AIMS would bring the trainers and the
materi al and the, you know, the program

M5. G VAND RHODES: Ri ght .

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: But it would be --

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you wanted to have in it, we would nost |ikely be
able to provide people to teach that. But if you
woul d be interested.

| arger parks have training cone to them | have
gone to parks to do training, but we -- we -- |
nmean, Illinois has such a -- such a huge anount

of carnivals and, you know, therefore, the right
operators and the mai ntenance people in Illinois
that it m ght be advantageous to do one up here
in Chicago. O if not in Chicago maybe -- but if
you have facilities |like this where they could
core.

MR, KIRSCHNER: Bill, perhaps there is a way
we coul d think about trying to gauge what t hat
Interest mght be for sonething like that. You
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know, just in our regular contact through
I nspecti ons.

MR SZERLETI CH: Ckay.

MR. KIRSCHNER WAy to get an initial idea.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN  Yeah. That, | nean,
we don't want to have a senm nar where nobody
cones. But, | nean, you know, it's our whole --
Al M5 whol e goal is education of safety through
educati on.

MR, SZERLETICH. Is there any certification
out of Al M5?

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes, yes. W certify
In operations at three levels, in maintenance at
three |l evels and inspection at three levels. And
aquatics | think there are two or three |evels.
So you can get inspection certification.

MR, SZERLETI CH:  Operator mai ntenance?

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: | nspection and
aquati cs.

MR. SZERLETI CH: | nspection and aquati cs.
We do -- the inspectors have al so attended El
Bridge training a couple tines.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And we enj oy havi ng

you t here.
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MR, SZERLETICH. And I know that's an open
invitation any tine we want to schedul e that.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  We woul d be happy to
have you any tinme. That's the advantage of being
inlllinois. GCkay. |Is there -- does anybody
have any ot her new busi ness?

MR, KI RSCHNER: One comment back to the ASTM
Standards. Do we need to do anything formally
today to the extent we are considering a
subcommttee to explore that or is that sonething
we want to revisit next tinme that we do our own
internal work on that and for next tinme and
t hen --

MR. SZERLETICH. Ri ght now | have as
subcommi ttee nenbers Patti vol unteered, Tom
Margaret and nyself. So |I'mkind of going off of
that right now And --

MR SPARKS: I'mwlling to help on any of
that if you need anyt hi ng.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  That woul d be good

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of it which is really how we want to hit these
because we want to get all points of view.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yes.

MR. SZERLETI CH: Because we don't want to
overregul ate ourselves. W know what happens
when t hat happens.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN Not a good thing.

MR SZERLETICH: No. So we want to make
sure we do it right and, you know, be able to
|l ook at it at all angles and cone up with the
best way to go about, you know, getting sone new
st andards, sone updated standards.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Yeah, | think we want
themto be reasonabl e and, but we al so want to
protect the public.

MR SZERLETI CH: R ght .

MR, KIRSCHNER: The only other piece of
that, which | don't know the answer to, would be
Wth respect to the Open Meetings Act and, you
know, to the extent that a subcommttee is
meeting in the interimand what the other
requi rements are there or what do we have to do
formal |l y.

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN I think if three or
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nore people are at a neeting, then it has to be
open to the public, but if there are only two of
us on the board then nmaybe it doesn't apply.

MR. SZERLETICH:  Yeah, | would have to | ook
at that.

MR KI RSCHNER: Yes --

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN:  But you could put it
on -- can you put it on the website that we're
havi ng a neeting and --

MR. SZERLETICH: Yeah, there are sone
requi renments for us to post publicly at our
offices and on the website. Maybe even in the
paper, | don't know. So but we could look into
t hat .

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Is there any reason
we couldn't do that?

MR, SZERLETICH. W can, yeah.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  And invite the
public.

MR, SZERLETI CH: Sur e.

CHAlI RPERSON SULLI VAN Because if sonebody
is that interested in ASTM they m ght be
hel pful .

MR. WEI SBERG The danger is if you forma
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subcommttee that's nade up of nmenbers of this
conmmttee and then, you know, you all just decide
to grab lunch, you know, is that a nmeeting of the
subcomm ttee? And if you're, you know, if you're
di scussi ng subconmi ttee busi ness and then you,
you know, you fail to conply with the Open
Meetings Act. So, you know, | think just consult

CHAI RPERSON SULLI VAN: Ckay.

MR. VEI SBERG -- before you get together.

CHAl RPERSON SULLI VAN:  Well, we woul d be
happy to because we don't want to, you know, do
t he wrong thing.

MR. KIRSCHNER: Benno is our general counsel
by the way.

MR. VEI SBERG Yes, | should have introduced
nysel f.

MR BEYER It's a mgjority of the majority,
ri ght?

MR WEISBERG It's a majority of a quorum
